Campus Update
e Today, we learned that one of our Health Care Center residents who
is in the hospital tested positive for COVID-19. This is a different unit
than the one having the positive case two weeks ago. All staff who
interacted with the resident and the families of those having loved
ones in the area have all been notified. If you didn’t receive a call
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from us, your loved one is not affected. Today, we tested all the
residents on this unit and notified all families of the testing. Additional
testing kits will arrive early next week and we will test all staff on that
unit. You know that since mid-March, we have been conducting vitals
checks on all Health Care Center and assisted living residents three
times per day. We also monitor them for symptoms to help us
identify any changes in their conditions. Together with wearing
masks, screening staff and following frequent cleaning and hygiene
protocols, we have precautions in place to help mitigate the spread
when someone becomes ill. We will keep you updated as this
progresses.
