Campus Update 
● Following up on the testing or our staff at our River Oaks location in Mequon. 

Most of the test results are in and so far, all are negative. We continue 
conducting vitals checks on residents and screening our staff twice daily. We 
specifically monitor residents closely for symptoms to make sure we catch any 
changes in condition early and mitigate any spreading. As always, we will keep 
you updated as the last of the test results are returned.
